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Graduation Requirements:  

To meet high school graduation requirements, a student must successfully complete a program, which shall satisfy specific legal requirements as prescribed by the State Department of Education and by Bayless Consolidated School District and which shall contain a distribution of credit as indicated in the following chart.  Including the number of credits, specific courses are required by the State of Missouri and/or by Bayless High School.  Students are also required by the State of Missouri to pass the United States and Missouri Constitution Tests prior to graduation (these tests are administered in the American Government course). The Missouri Department of Elementary and Secondary Education also requires documentation that each student has completed the four following End of Course Exams: Algebra I, English II, American Government & Biology.

Grading Standards:

A grade at Bayless High School is a professional judgment by a teacher of a student’s progress and represents an evaluation of three factors:

1. ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT:  This means satisfactorily completing assignments, passing tests, and participating in class discussion or activities

2. WORK HABITS:  This means appropriately using assigned study time, bringing required text and necessary working tools to class, keeping work well organized, paying attention to instruction by the teacher or presentations by classmates, doing independent work and spending sufficient time on home assignments, and completing assignments on time

3. CONDUCT OR CLASSROOM RELATIONS:  This means taking assigned place immediately after arrival in classroom, not interrupting classroom routine by misbehavior, and showing courtesy and respect for the teacher and classmates.

Grading System:

The school year is divided into two semesters of two grading periods each.  Report cards are issued at the end of each grading period and are reports of student progress to both student and parent.   Report cards are to be examined and evaluated by the parent with the student.   The quarter grades contribute 40% each to the semester grade and the Final Exam is calculated as 20% of the semester grade. Grades and their corresponding percentages and points are listed below.

All grades are passing except “F”.  No credit or grade point is given for a semester “F” grade.  
Incomplete Work:  The grade “I” is assigned when sickness or other legitimate cause beyond the control of the student prevents the completion of major course work.  In such cases, a reasonable time extension will be allowed.  IF THE REQUIREMENTS ARE NOT MET, THE PARENTS AND THE STUDENT WILL BE INFORMED AND THE “I” WILL BE CHANGED TO AN “F”.

Only semester grades are permanently recorded on the transcript.  All other grades are indicators of the student’s progress for a grading period or for a final examination.
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Final Exams:

Final exams are scheduled for the last three days of each semester for all students. Students who are not in attendance for the days of their finals will receive a zero for the exams they miss. Please note that snow days may affect the dates of finals. Vacation or personal absences are not excusable, so please plan accordingly.

Transcript:

A transcript is an official record of a student’s semester grades and standardized test scores.  The school must have written permission of the student or his/her parent to send copies of transcripts.  Request forms are available in the counseling center and should be accompanied by a stamped and addressed envelope.

Homework: 

Few students can maintain satisfactory work unless they acquire the habit of systematic home study.  This includes not only completing written assignments, but also reviewing previously learned material and reading ahead to prepare for the next class.

Academic Letter:

The Bayless Academic Letter is awarded each year to students who excel academically and who exert a positive influence on the school and classrooms.  A student receives a letter the first year he/she earns the award and service bars for each additional year. The requirements for an academic letter are:

· 3.0 GPA each semester (1st semester and 3rd quarter for seniors)

· No grade of C- or lower and no NC grade due to absenteeism

· No conduct marks on any report card; no suspensions in or out of school

· Full-time Bayless student, with the exception of students who are at technical school half time or students who have medical certification that they cannot attend school for a full day.

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General Information:
UNIT OF CREDIT:

One unit of credit is earned for successfully completing two semesters of work. Courses meeting daily for one semester earn one-half (.5) credit.
REQUIRED COURSE:

A course which is required by either the State Department of Education or Bayless High School for graduation. Required course work that is failed can be made up in summer school or in an extra semester of work.
ELECTIVE:

A course which a student chooses to take, but is not specifically required for graduation. Once a

student has met the credit requirements for specific subject areas, any additional credits taken in

those areas will count as elective credits.

PREREQUISITE:

A course that must be successfully completed before another related course may be taken. For example, Algebra 1 or Algebra 1B must be passed before Geometry can be taken.
GRADE POINT AVERAGE (GPA):

The student’s grade point average will be figured on the basis of semester grades in all subjects. No term grades will be used to determine the GPA. Letter grades will be given the following values and then averaged to determine your GPA. A=4 points; B=3 points; C=2 points; D=l point; F=0 points. Students enrolled in Honors courses will receive an extra .5 point value for a letter grade of an A, B, or C.
RANK IN CLASS:

A student’s rank in class is determined by his/her weighted GPA. The student with the highest GPA is number 1 in the class, the second highest GPA is number 2 in the class, etc. until all students are listed. If you are 99 from the top of a class of 500 students your rank in class would be written as 99/500.
ATHLETIC/ACTIVITIES ELIGIBILITY:

A student who intends to participate in soccer, basketball, volleyball, track, cheerleading, dance, clubs, or to compete in other interscholastic contests such as marching band, jazz band, show choir, etc., must meet the following requirements: 

The student must be currently enrolled in courses that offer at least 3.0 units of credit, and must have earned at least 3.0 units of credit the previous semester. Credit earned after or completed after the close of the semester (grade change) shall not count as having been earned that semester, except in case of illness verified by a physician. Students may earn up to 1 unit of credit in summer school that may be applied toward eligibility provided the credit is earned in “core” classes.

2.  A student transferring into Bayless High School will be entered into the appropriate grade upon receipt of transcripts from previous schools.  When transfer students are unable to meet the state and/or Bayless High School graduation requirements, the high school principal may make exceptions in specific requirements, which will permit them to graduate if:

(a) they have done satisfactory work since the date of transfer; and

(b) they have been unable to meet the specific requirements due to conditions beyond their

 
control; and                                  

(c) they would have graduated from the former school if they had not transferred.
3.  Changes in grade level shall be made only at the beginning and conclusion of each school year.  No grade level changes will be made at the conclusion of the first semester.
Early Exit/December Graduation:

It is strongly recommended that students complete a four-year high school curriculum and pursue the completion of the College Preparatory Certificate which maximizes a student’s opportunities for success in college. However, a student that has earned 24 credits and has met the graduation requirements before the eighth semester may petition for early exit at the end of the seventh semester by completing the Early Exit Form with his/her counselor which includes submitting a letter to the principal addressing student’s plan to pursue higher education immediately upon exiting. The counselor and administrator will review the student’s transcript to determine eligibility for early exit.  All early exit proposals must be submitted to the appropriate counselor within the month of the semester in which they plan to graduate. Early exit students are eligible to participate in the graduation ceremony at the end of the school year and will not receive a diploma prior to that ceremony. Students wishing to attend Prom or participate in the graduation ceremony must include their requests for participation in their early exit letters to the principal.

Career Paths

In planning a program of study, students should consider subjects to be taken and their own out-of-school load, including activities, employment, and home responsibilities. Ample time and favorable conditions for study should be recognized as essential to satisfactory progress in school. Each student should undertake the following steps in program planning.

1.  DECIDE WHAT CAREER PATH FITS YOUR INTEREST AND ABILITIES

All freshmen will have completed a career pathways inventory that places their interests, activities, aptitudes, and personality type beneath one of the six categories.

2. DECIDE WHERE YOU WANT TO GO 

Think about what you want to gain from your high school years. Honestly pursue the available information about career fields and use it to set some post-secondary goals early in your high school career. Determine what additional training beyond high school is required for your chosen field.

3. REVIEW THE GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS 

As you plan your program of studies make certain you select those subjects that will permit you to graduate. Remember that you are solely responsible for the successful completion of the minimum graduation requirements. It is important to remember that you need to satisfy as many of the requirements just as early in your school career as possible.

4. REVIEW THE COURSE DESCRIPTION BOOKLET 

Use the planner as a guide for selecting particular subjects. Discuss the guide with your parents, and utilize the professional services of the school staff. Pay particular attention to any prerequisite subjects required and academic recommendations suggested before making a selection for advanced courses.

5. CONSIDER INFORMATION ABOUT YOURSELF

Your counselor probably has information about you as a result of tests and inventories you have taken. Discuss your likes, dislikes, and interests with your parents, teachers, and perhaps people successfully employed in areas of work that seem desirable to you.  
PROGRAMS OF STUDY

Programs of study will aid a student in making a seamless transition from high school to post-secondary education. Programs of study are currently being developed in conjunction with the St. Louis Community College system in the career clusters of Hospitality & Tourism and Information Technology. Upon completion, the program of study will guide a student through course selections in high school that may lead to awarded college credit or being able to earn credit by passing a test over the course rather than having to enroll and pass the course. Programs of study will lead to a credential, a certificate, a license, or a degree in an occupation that is high skill, high wage, or high demand. Please see the example Program of Study on page 26.
Academic Planning Guide

Career paths are clusters of occupations/careers grouped according to participants’ interests and talents or skills. All paths include a variety of occupations that require different levels of education and training. Thus, career paths provide a plan for all students, whatever their interests, abilities, talents, or desired levels of education. Selecting a career path provides a student with an area of FOCUS, along with FLEXIBILITY and a VARIETY of ideas to pursue.  The focus of career paths is on helping students choose a career path, not a specific occupation. Selecting a career path is not a lifelong commitment; it is a place to begin focusing one’s energies.

As students take different courses and learn more about themselves and careers, they will probably change career paths. Students who understand the career paths concept will be aware that there are a variety of other related possibilities if the first path no longer fits them. If different career paths become more interesting, the students can reevaluate plans, make appropriate decisions, and revise their high school plans as necessary.

Benefits of Career Paths

Deciding on a career path can assist you in exploring your interests and preparing for your future. The intent is not for you to decide on a specific occupation for the rest of your life, but to select a career path into which you can begin directing your energies. Identifying a career path can help you in selecting school courses, activities, and part-time employment. It can also help guide your participation in job shadowing, career exploration and internships.  A career path choice is not a permanent commitment. As you have new experiences, you learn new things about yourself and may decide to change career paths. If you decide on a different career path to explore, you should discuss it with your counselor and adjust your future course selections in accordance with your new career exploration.

Career Exploration Assessments

Bayless High School students complete career exploration assessments starting in the 8th grade.  This is a way the student can identify an initial career path choice.  Counselors will then use this information to assist students in making course selections and developing a five-year plan. The PLAN test is administered in the 10th grade. It provides an inventory that will indicate which career clusters interest the student. This will help the student update his/her personal plan of study and career path.
CHOOSING A CAREER PATH
1. Identify your interests, abilities, and talents.

2. Review the possible career strands in each path in relationship to your interests, abilities, and talents.

3. Decide which career strand seems to best reflect the above.

4. Select courses that are related to the career paths you have chosen.

5. If undecided regarding a career strand, choose courses from different career strands to give you a better idea of your interests.

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The Sixteen Career Clusters
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Honors Program

Bayless High School offers an Honors Program for underclassmen, while upperclassmen take dual credit courses.  This program is designed for motivated students who want to challenge themselves academically.

OVERVIEW:


Advantages for pursuing the Honors Program:

· Colleges and universities are looking for students who challenge themselves with rigorous high school courses, which has become an important factor in college admissions.
· Department of Education research indicates that students who take challenging courses in high school enter college better prepared, with the ability to manage the workload, and to successfully graduate on time.
· Successful test scores and grades in Honors classes can lead to college credit and exemption for introductory courses.   This gives students time to broaden their college experience by exploring additional subject areas and participating in internships

Honors classes are offered in Communication Arts, Science, Math, and Social Studies.  Students planning to take college level coursework their last two years of high school are strongly encouraged to pursue honors classes during their first two years of high school.

College Credit Offerings

Dual Enrollment:

Dual enrollment allows seniors to attend St. Louis Community College and earn college credit while still in high school.  Students are expected to be enrolled in at least 4 classes at Bayless High School. To be eligible for Dual Enrollment, a student must have earned at least 20 credits to participate in the first semester, 22 credits in the second semester and have a minimum 2.5 GPA.  The student is responsible for applying to the college and completing all steps in the admissions process required by the community college.   Interested students are advised to meet with their counselor for additional information.
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Dual Credit Courses
These classes allow eligible upperclassmen to earn simultaneously both high school and college level credit for classes they can take at their high schools during the regular school day.  Several Missouri colleges and universities work with high schools in their region to offer dual credit courses.  These classes are taught at the college level, using texts, teaching methods and examinations comparable to those used on college campuses.  Because each student will be granted college credit from a specific college, the institutions’ policies concerning registration, tuition, fees, etc. must be followed.
The Coordinating Board for Higher Education (CBHE) has the following requirements for dual credit courses.  Students must:

· Have a minimum overall grade point average of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale

· Be recommended by the high school principal or his/her designee

· Meet prerequisite requirements of the course 
** Students may complete the course and elect not to receive college credit.

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A+ Tuition Assistance Program 
The Missouri A+ Schools Program was created in 1993 by the Outstanding Schools Act.  The goal of the A+ Program is to prepare students for advanced education, training, or employment.  
Goals of the A+ Schools Program 
· All students will graduate from high school. 

· All students will complete a selection of high school studies that is challenging and has identified learning expectations.

· All students will proceed from high school graduation to college, post-secondary career/technical school, or a high-wage job with workplace skill development opportunities.

Student Financial Incentives

A+ qualified high school graduates may be eligible to receive state-paid tuition assistance for their post-secondary education.  The A+ Schools Program’s financial incentives for post-secondary education are determined by appropriations from the Missouri General Assembly and are available for any public community college or public career/technical school in Missouri.

Applying

The first step of participation in the A+ Schools Program is to sign the A+ Agreement Form.  The A+ Coordinator will then send the A+ Student Handbook and Citizenship Agreement Form to the student.  Once the Citizenship Agreement Form has been returned, the A+ Coordinator will check eligibility requirements for citizenship and grade point average.  If these introductory requirements are met, the A+ Coordinator will send you a letter confirming your acceptance into the program.   If you do not meet the introductory requirements, then the A+ Office will keep your application on file and check your eligibility again at the end of the following semester.

Requirements of the Program

Students interested in participating in the A+ program at Bayless must meet the following requirements:

· Attend a designated High School for three consecutive years prior to graduation.

· Maintain a 95% high school attendance record. (4 years)

· Graduate from Bayless High School with a cumulative grade point average of 2.5 or higher on a 4.0 scale. (4 years)

· Perform 50 hours of unpaid tutoring or mentoring.

· Maintain a record of good citizenship and avoidance of the unlawful use of drugs (including alcohol). (4 years)

· Make a good faith effort to secure all available federal post-secondary student financial assistance funds that do not require payment. (Seniors must fill out a FAFSA form to receive funds from the state.)

· Register for Selective Service, if applicable.
· Beginning with the high school senior class of 2015, students will need to score proficient or advanced on the Algebra I EOC to receive the financial incentives of the program.  If the student does not meet this requirement at the time of graduation the student may complete the first semester at a postsecondary institution with a minimum of 12 credit hours and with a 2.5 GPA prior to receiving the A+ tuition reimbursement.
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RECOMMENDED PATTERNS OF HIGH SCHOOL COURSES FOR COLLEGE ADMISSIONS (subject to change from DESE):

The Missouri Coordinating Board of Higher Education has approved a minimum recommended 16-unit core curriculum for admission to all public four year colleges and universities.   Individual colleges, or departments within the colleges, may have additional requirements. Always check the requirements of the college(s) to which you plan to apply.
Coordinating Board of Higher Education Requirements:

• English: 4 units

• Mathematics: 3 units (high school level Algebra and beyond, including Alg. 2)

• Social Studies: 3 units

• Science: 2 – 3 units (not including General Science), one of which must be a lab course

• Visual/Performing Arts: 1 unit from visual arts, music, dance, or theatre

• Electives: 3 units, selected from foreign language and/or combinations of the above courses. Two units of foreign language are strongly recommended.
University of Missouri System Requirements:
The University of Missouri System (Columbia, St. Louis, Rolla and Kansas City) has requirements that surpass those recommended by the Missouri Coordinating Board of Higher Education.

• English: 4 units

• Mathematics: 4 units, (Algebra I and higher)

• Science: 3 units (not including general science) from physical science, biology, physics, chemistry,
 
and earth sciences.

• Social Studies: 3 units

• Fine Arts: 1 unit from visual arts, music, dance or theatre

• Foreign Language: 2 units of a single foreign language

Additional information on requirements at state four year colleges is available at the Missouri 
St. Louis Community College Requirements:

St. Louis Community College (SLCC) requires students to demonstrate the ability to read at the college level. Students will have to submit an ACT Composite score of at least 21 or an Accuplacer Reading score of at least 77 and a subscore in Math of a 23 as a prerequisite for enrolling in most college level classes. For students who do not meet the requirement, the college will require non-credit courses in reading and math to prepare them for college-level courses. This policy applies to high school students who attend SLCC in the Dual Enrollment program. SLCC remains an open-admissions institution.
NCAA FRESHMAN ELIGIBILITY STANDARDS

If you are interested in participating in Division I or II athletics, you must meet minimum high school academic requirements. You must register after the 6th semester with the NCAA clearinghouse at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net. The clearinghouse will use your GPA and ACT and/or SAT scores to determine eligibility. See your counselor for more information.

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STANDARDIZED TESTING                                  Standardized tests are designed to give a common measure of students' performance. They help compare an individual's performance with the performance of a group of students from a given class, school, or school system. Since large numbers of students throughout the country take the same test, "standards" can be developed to show whether school programs are succeeding and how students are performing. Standardized achievement tests measure how much students have already learned about school subjects such as reading, math, language skills, spelling, or science. On the other hand, standardized aptitude tests measure your students' ability to learn in school. They measure verbal ability, mechanical ability, creativity, clerical ability, or abstract reasoning. 
EXPLORE

EXPLORE is an achievement test and interest survey that measures performance in math, English, reading and science reasoning, plus provides information about career interests. This is the entry point into ACT’s Educational Planning and Assessment System, and is followed by the PLAN and the ACT. Taking this assessment in the ninth grade helps students explore a broad range of options for their futures including planning high school courses, preparing for the ACT, and choosing a career path. 
PLAN (Preliminary American College Testing Program)

PLAN is a two-hour version of the ACT given in the fall to all Sophomores.  The PLAN provides practice for the ACT.  It includes tests in English, mathematics, reading, and science reasoning.  The test also provides a career interest inventory.  It is a good tool for sophomores to use as they start planning for their post-secondary college and career options.

PSAT/NMSQT (Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test)

The PSAT/NMSQT measures verbal and mathematics reasoning skills important for academic success in college.  It serves three purposes: gives the student practice for the SAT I; is the first step in qualifying for scholarships sponsored by the National Merit Scholarship Corporation and other scholarship programs; gives the student the opportunity to participate in the Student Search Service. This test is taken in the junior year for NMSQT qualification.  

ASVAB
(The Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery)

The ASVAB measures students’ strengths and potential for future success. The ASVAB also provides career information for various civilian and military occupations and is an indicator for success in future endeavors including college, vocational school, or a military career.

ACT (American College Testing Program)

The ACT is a battery of four examinations in English, math, reading, and science reasoning, each of which yield separate scores measuring developed abilities.  The test is required by many colleges as part of the application process for admission.  

SAT I (Scholastic Aptitude Test)

SAT I is a test used to predict student performance in college.  Required by some schools as part of the application process, this three-hour test has two main sections—verbal and math.

COURSE SELECTION PROCESS
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Overview

1. Meetings are conducted during advisory to give students an overview of courses available.

7. During the months of January, February, and March, counselors will enter students requested
 
courses into the computer system. 
8. Schedules will be distributed during orientation in August.

SCHEDULE CORRECTION GUIDELINES/TIMELINES

Students are expected to read the course descriptions in the Academic Planning Guide and discuss the course offerings with teachers, parents, advisors, and counselors before submitting their Course Request Forms. The master schedule and courses offered are determined by the requests students submit each year. Students may drop one course and change to a different one during Orientation in August or on the 2nd and 3rd day of each semester only if space is available and according to the following guidelines:

1. A course required for graduation needs to be added

2. A change is required due to summer school credit earned
3. Post high school plan or Career Pathway has changed

4. A mistake in the schedule (computer error)

NO SCHEDULE CHANGES are allowed on the first day of the first or second semester. All students are expected to follow their schedules accordingly.

DROPPING A CLASS ONCE SCHOOL HAS BEGUN

Students are expected to enroll in seven classes unless they are participating in dual enrollment. A student will be allowed to change a class only if they meet the above requirements and their schedule change form has been approved and signed by their advisor and counselor.  Any changes to a students schedule after the first three days of a semester must be teacher/administrator initiated.   Any changes after the first four weeks of school will result in the student receiving an “F” for the course.

DROPPING AN HONORS COURSE

Students who wish to drop from an Honors course need to follow a prescribed procedure initiated by the course instructor. Students must remain in the honors course until the procedure is complete. All grades earned in an Honors course will be averaged into the grades of the new class. All students are strongly encouraged to stay in an Honors course until the end of the semester.

Communication Arts I-genre literature:  Gr 9; 1 credit
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR

This yearlong course requires students to read and analyze both fiction and nonfiction pieces in addition to studying and learning new vocabulary. Students will also be responsible for writing essays based on personal experiences, literature, and research.
Communication Arts I HONORS-genre literature:  Gr 9; 1 credit
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR

This yearlong course requires students to read and analyze both fiction and nonfiction pieces in addition to studying and learning new vocabulary. Students will also be responsible for writing several multiple paragraph essays based on personal experiences, literature, and research. Students will also be responsible for reading independent novels and completing projects.

Communication Arts II-wORLD literature:  Gr 10; 1 credit 

Prerequisite:  Communication Arts I


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
Communications Arts II is a course designed for sophomores that requires them to read and analyze World Literature. Students will use reading comprehension skills to better their vocabulary, and interpret specific text. They will also be responsible for typing essays on specific texts, as well as other shorter writings given to them throughout the course. 
Academic planning guide

Communication Arts II Honors-WORLD literature: Gr 10; 1 credit 

Prerequisite:  Department Approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
Communications Arts II is a course designed for sophomores that requires them to read and analyze World Literature. Students will use reading comprehension skills to better their vocabulary, and interpret specific text. They will also be responsible for typing several essays on specific texts read in class using MLA format, as well as other shorter writings given to them throughout the course. 

Communication Arts III-AMERICAN literature:  Gr 11; 1 credit 

Prerequisite:  Communication Arts II


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This yearlong course focuses on the study of American literature and how American history and traditions are reflected in the literature. Writing is emphasized and critical thinking skills are honed throughout the year. Students are challenged through independent reading and writing and are expected to participate in class daily.  

Communication Arts III 1818-AMERICAN lit: Gr 11; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Department Approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This yearlong course, taught at an advanced level, focuses on the study of American literature and how American history and traditions are reflected in the literature. Writing is emphasized and critical thinking skills are honed throughout the year. Students are challenged through independent reading and writing and are expected to participate in class daily. The second semester of this course is offered for college credit (see page 28).
Comm. Arts IV- contemporary authors: Gr 12; 1 credit 


Prerequisite:  Communication Arts III


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
Students are expected to have proficient writing and reading skills.  Students will write analytical and research-based papers in order to construct meaning.  Students will be expected to read short fiction, poetry, literature, and short essays.  

College Composition-1818:  Gr 12; 1 credit 

Prerequisite:   3.0 GPA; CA III Honors or department approval; ACT English sub score of 18 
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This yearlong, dual enrollment class is available to students who are advanced writers and readers.  Students do not have to enroll for the college credit but are encouraged to do so.  Students will be expected to accomplish the equivalent of a first-year writing course found at the collegiate level; therefore, writing strategies will be extensive and demanding.  All students will produce collegiate level research products.  Students will analyze readings that enhance comprehension of writing styles and techniques.  Extended reading assignments will provide further study.  (See also Dual Credit pg.28)
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ELL English I:  Gr 9-12; 1 credit
Placement:  Determined by English Language Proficiency Assessment 
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This is a one-year basic/beginning course facilitating the use of the English language for those students whose first language is not English and/or for those who have recently arrived in this country with very limited to no English language proficiency.  Students will develop introductory skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing using the Sheltered Instruction Observation Protocol model.  This course focuses on basic vocabulary understanding and development through oral language demonstration and usage.  Students will be taught vocabulary and reading strategies to facilitate comprehension as applied to a variety of literary genres.  Sentence and paragraph writing using standard English grammar will be introduced.  This course earns a Communication Arts credit.
ELL English II:  Gr 9-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  ELL English I and/or appropriate performance on the English Language Proficiency Assessment and District Reading and Writing Assessment
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This is a one-year high beginning/intermediate course continuing the development of the use of the English language for those students whose first language is not English.  Students will continue to develop skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing using the Sheltered Instruction Observation Protocol model.  Instruction will emphasize academic vocabulary usage in speaking, listening, reading, and writing.  Writing instruction will expand to applying academic vocabulary and standard English to compose simple essays involving more complex sentence usage.   This course earns a Communication Arts credit.

ELL ENGLISH iii:  Gr 9-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of ELL English II and/or appropriate performance on the English Language Proficiency Assessment and District Reading and Writing Assessment
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This is a one-year high intermediate/advanced course for further developing skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing using the Sheltered Instruction Observation Protocol model.  Emphasis will be on the continued development of academic vocabulary, reading comprehension, and writing multi-paragraph essays using complex sentence structure through teacher-guided small group instruction for those students whose first language is not English.  Students successfully completing this course will earn a Communication Arts credit and move on to either Practical English or Communication Arts I.
ELL IV/Practical English:  Gr 9-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Department Approval through the district writing assessment and prior performance by entering freshmen, teacher recommendation, counselor recommendation
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This one-year developmental course is designed to provide leveled instruction in reading comprehension, writing, vocabulary, and grammar as delivered through the Sheltered Instruction Observation Protocol model and utilization of the Read 180 computer program, independent reading, and teacher-guided small group.  Students successfully completing this course will earn a Communication Arts credit and move on to Communication Arts I.

Course Sequence for Required Courses:






World History:  Gr 9; 1 credit
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
In this course students will study the chronological events in man’s development, which will lead to a better understanding of problems in the modern world.  The students will learn how our democratic form of government has evolved from an interaction of world events.  The course will begin by condensing Ancient History through Absolute Rulers; then more emphasis will be placed on modern history and the development of modern democracy.  Map skills will be stressed.

World History Honors:  Gr 9; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Department approval based on grades and test scores
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course is designed for superior students who are capable of advanced work as they study the chronological events in man’s development and the evolution of our democratic form of government.  The course will begin by condensing Ancient History through Absolute Rulers; then more emphasis will be placed on modern history and the development of modern democracy.  Map skills will be stressed.

American Government:  Gr 10; 1 credit

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR                                                                                      In this course students will study the foundations of American Government.  Students will study the origins of the American Governmental System along with an in-depth look at the three branches of the United States and Missouri Governments.  The American Government EOC will be given at the end of the first semester. The second semester is comprised of topics in Early American History (Columbus’ landing in the Americas to the Civil War).
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American Government Honors:  Gr 10; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  department approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course will study the foundations of American Government and the origins of the American Governmental System along with an in-depth look at the three branches of the United States and Missouri Governments. The American Government EOC will be given at the end of the first semester. The second semester is comprised of topics in Early American History (Columbus’ landing in the Americas to the Civil War). This course will focus heavily on writing and critical thinking skills along with several individual and group projects throughout the school year.  This course is designed for college bound students who are capable of advanced academic work.
American History:  Gr 11; 1 credit
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This survey course begins with Reconstruction and moves chronologically to the end of the Cold War. Each quarter students will complete a research project, using their library and technology skills.

American History Advanced College Credit: Gr 11; 1 credit
Prerequisite: Am Gov Honors or department approval   Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This is a course offered for superior students who have taken two honors communication arts and two honors social studies classes. This survey of American History begins with Reconstruction and moves chronologically to the end of the Cold War. The second semester begins with the Reconstruction Era and moves chronologically to the Vietnam War/Nixon Presidency era.  Students write an MLA-style research paper each semester. (See also Dual Credit pg. 28)
western civilization-adv.college credit: Gr 11-12; 1 credit


Prerequisite: Department approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course introduces the student to some of the leading figures, ideas, and events of the Ancient Near East and pre-modern Europe. It also exposes students to the concerns and methods of historical inquiry through lectures, analysis and discussion of selected texts, and writing of short papers.  The goal of this course is for the student not only to acquire historical information but also to learn through example and practice (presentations, investigations, role-play, and discussions) a historical/critical method of thought and expression. (See also Dual Credit pg. 28)
World Geography:  Gr 10-12; 1 credit
 Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HUS,NR
This course is designed to help the student develop an understanding of the physical world in which we live and its influence on human activity.  It includes the study of the five themes of geography: place, location, movement, human interaction, and regions.  Map skills will be stressed.  

Psychology:  Gr 11-12; .5 credit

 Career Paths: AC,BMT,HeS,hUS
This is an interactive class in which students will study different aspects of human behavior.  Topics covered include how the brain works, theories of personality, and the “troubled” personality.  This course gives the students the opportunity to be introspective as well as to do a variety of projects.  This course is geared toward the college-bound student.

Sociology:  Gr 11-12; .5 credit

  Career Paths: AC,HES,HUS,NR
This course focuses on the various aspects of group behavior as it occurs in the real world.  It will include topics relating to culture, social class, minorities, the family, crime and punishment, the United States legal system and violence in our society. A term paper and project is required. A term paper or project may be required.  This course is geared toward the college-bound student.
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Mathematics

Graduation credits required in math:  3 (most colleges require 4) 
(Math classes cannot be taken simultaneously without teacher approval.)

*In addition to the traditional instructional classroom to help students prepare for and navigate the concepts and ideas presented in Algebra, some students will be selected to participate in the ALEKS program. ALEKS is a computerized remediation system that analyzes student responses to assist them in learning mathematical topics that are appropriate for their present level of understanding.  
ALGEBRA A:  GR 9; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Departmental approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
Algebra A will include the topics covered in first semester Algebra I and various geometric topics.  

Algebra B: Gr 10; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Algebra A or 1st semester Algebra I
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course follows Algebra A and continues the study of equations and problem solving.  Algebra B will include the topics covered in second semester Algebra I and various statistical topics.  When possible, problem solving using algebra will be a regular part of the course.
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Algebra I:  Gr 9-10; 1 credit
Prerequisite: Department Approval



Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course is an entry level course for most high school students.  Algebra I topics will include linear equations, linear inequalities, function notation, coordinate graphing, systems of equations, exponents, and polynomials.  Problem solving is an integral part of this course.

GEOMETRY:  GR 9-10-11; 1 CREDIT
Prerequisite:  Algebra B or Algebra I

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course follows Algebra I in the four-year college bound curriculum.  In this course, the students will study the relationships of points, lines, and figures, and will develop the understanding of logical proofs.  Properties of triangles, quadrilaterals, other polygons, and circles will be covered.  An introduction to trigonometry will be given to demonstrate the connection between trigonometry and the topics presented on triangles.

ALGEBRA II:  GR 10-11-12; 1 credit
Prerequisite:  Geometry



Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course follows Geometry in the four-year college bound curriculum.  This course will strengthen and extend the concepts and skills presented in Algebra I.  Topics include linear functions, matrices, systems of equations, quadratic functions, polynomial functions, exponential functions, and rational functions.
Consumer Mathematics:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Departmental approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course is designed for students who will not proceed into advanced mathematical courses and do not plan to attend a four-year university.  It is an in-depth study of consumer mathematics, including income calculation, taxes, loans, savings plans and budgeting.  This course will stress basic problem solving skills that are necessary to survive in the working world and everyday life.  
Statistics-1818:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Algebra II



Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
Statistics is part of the four-year college bound curriculum.  The students will be exposed to a variety of formulas and statistical distributions that can be used to formulate hypotheses about real-life problems.  This course will prepare students to continue their mathematics experience in college. (See also Dual Credit pg.28)
Pre-Calculus Honors:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  C or above in Algebra II 

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course follows Algebra II in the four-year college bound curriculum.  Topics will include rational functions, logarithmic functions, exponential functions, and trigonometric functions.  Special attention will be given to using the TI-nspire graphing calculator.  A TI-nspire graphing calculator is strongly recommended for this course.

Calculus-1818:  Gr 12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  C or above in Pre-Calculus 

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course follows Pre-Calculus in the four-year college bound curriculum.  Topics include derivatives, applications of the derivative, integration, and applications of the integral.  This course will prepare students to continue their mathematical experience in college. (See also Dual Credit pg.28)
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Science

CONCEPTUAL PHYSICS:  GR 9; 1 CREDIT
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course offers ninth grade students an opportunity to learn how to apply their knowledge of the scientific method by performing experiments involving the elements, energy, force and motion.  Students will understand how force, motion, energy and matter exist around us.  They will realize that the energy available on Earth is in limited quantities and that the regular practice of conserving energy is vital to future life.  During laboratory activities and in classroom lessons critical thinking and problem solving will be emphasized.
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CONCEPTUAL PHYSICS HONORS:  GR 9; 1 CREDIT
Prerequisite:  Department Approval & 8th Grade Algebra

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course offers ninth grade students an opportunity to learn how to apply their knowledge of the scientific method by performing experiments involving the elements, energy, force and motion.  Students will understand how force, motion, energy and matter exist around us.  They will realize that the energy available on Earth is in limited quantities and that the regular practice of conserving energy is vital to future life.  During laboratory activities and in classroom lessons critical thinking and problem solving will be emphasized.
Chemistry:  Gr 10; 1 credit

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR

This laboratory subject deals with the more common elements and compounds of which all matter is composed, their physical properties, and the changes they undergo.  A firm knowledge of algebra is necessary to fully understand the principles of this course.  Upon successful completion the student will be able to demonstrate understanding of the underlying concepts of chemistry, the ability to apply these concepts mathematically, and the ability to use the laboratory.

BIOLOGY:  GR 11; 1 CREDIT
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course will focus on biotechnology, relationships between organisms and their environments, cellular processes and genetics.  The history of life on Earth and methods of classifying organisms will also be studied.  Students will gain knowledge of biology through laboratory experiments using the scientific method and through dissections.

BIOLOGY HONORS:  GR 10; 1 CREDIT

Prerequisites:  Department Approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course is designed for students who understand the scientific method and are able to conduct experiments and complete projects in cooperative groups.  There will be emphasis on higher order thinking skills.  Units of study will include ecology, cellular processes, genetics and animal anatomy and physiology.  The history of life on Earth and classifying organisms will also be studied
CHEMISTRY HONORS:  GR 11-12; 1 CREDIT
Prerequisites: Algebra II, Biology Honors, and/or Department Approval



Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course offers students a hands-on laboratory approach to understanding chemical elements, compounds, and the changes they undergo.  This course includes topics in chemical reactions, chemical equilibrium, acid-base titration, pH, hydrocarbons, and oxidation-reduction reactions.  Upon successful completion the student will be able to demonstrate understanding of advanced chemistry concepts, will be able to apply these concepts mathematically, and use the laboratory to solve problems. 

ADVANCED Physics:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisites:  3.0 GPA; currently enrolled in Pre-Calculus or Calculus

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR

Physics is an exact science that deals with matter and energy and the physical changes which matter can undergo.  This course will include topics in mechanics, heat, light and sound.  Upon successful completion the student will be able to demonstrate understanding of the underlying concepts of physics, will be able to apply these concepts mathematically, and use the laboratory to solve problems.

environmental science:  Gr 12; .5 credit       

Prerequisites:  Conceptual Physics, Biology, and Department Approval                            Career Paths: HUS,NR                                                                                                                                This course introduces students to the fundamental concepts of environmental science, pointing the way to which we can safeguard resources, manage waste, reduce pollution, protect the food chain, adapt to changing fuel needs and champion our planet on all levels.  The concepts in this course focus on the links between living things, their surroundings, and the total environment of the planet.  Various activities in the class will assist the student in understanding the relationships between local, national, and global environmental issues.
CAREER BIOLOGY:  Gr 12; .5 credit
Prerequisites:  Conceptual Physics, Chemistry, Biology, and Department Approval

Career Paths: HES,NR

This course is designed for students who are on the Health Services Career Path, pursuing careers in a variety of health fields including nursing, medical assistance, forensics, and the like. Students will explore topics applicable to their career interests, including the human anatomy and systems.  Students will be exposed to guest speakers from various health professions and be engaged in numerous projects and other assessments.

ECology:  Gr 12; .5 credit

Prerequisites: Conceptual Physics, Biology, and Department Approval  

Career Paths: IET,NR
This course will explore the living and nonliving aspects of ecology. First learning the basics about environmental topics including environmental ethics and principles will set the stage for an in-depth look at many different eco-systems found on earth and the problems facing them. The class will also study the effects of population growth, both human and animal, on the environment. This class will provide students the chance to study the different threats facing the environment and the current and future conservation methods that may be used to preserve it.

Zoology:  Gr 12; .5 credit

Prerequisites: Conceptual Physics, Biology, and Department Approval  
Career Paths: HES,NR
This course will cover the study of animals.  A survey of the different classes of animals, including invertebrates and vertebrates, will be covered.  Dissection will be used to give students the opportunity to see different types of animals and to study a few of them in depth.  This class will also provide the students the chance to study animal behavior, life cycles and the different threats facing the animal kingdom today, along with the current conservation methods that are being used to preserve them.
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Fine Arts

Graduation credit required in fine arts: 1 

(In either Visual, Performing, or Musical Art/ or a combination.)
Visual Art

Multicultural Arts:  Grades 9-10-11-12; .5 credits

Class fee $5.00 






Career Paths: AC,HUS,NR

In this hand-on course, students will engage in design and production activities through which they will
create traditional and contemporary decorative arts.  The curriculum reinforces the fine art principles and elements, while enabling students to work predominantly with three-dimensional formats.  Students will be introduced to the art forms and crafts of several different cultures and time periods. 
Art I:  Grades 9-10-11-12; .5 credits

Career Path: AC


This is an introductory course designed for students of all skill levels.  It is a pre-requisite for most art classes (excluding Multicultural Arts or Ceramics).  Art I primarily deals with basic art concepts using a variety of materials.  Some aspects of Art History will also be included.

Art II:  Grades 9-10-11-12; .5 credits

Prerequisite: Art I






Career Path: AC
Art II is designed to build upon the skills learned in Art I.  Students will learn to create realism in their two dimensional work by using perspective and shading techniques.  Students will also continue to explore color theory by creating artwork that uses the eight basic color schemes.

Ceramics:  Grades 10-11-12; .5 credits

Class fee:  $15.00






Career Paths: AC,NR

In this course, students will learn the basic techniques of hand-built clay projects. As the students’

construction skills develop, emphasis will be on creative use of three dimensional design and texture.  
Ceramics II/ Sculpture: Grades 11-12; .5 credits

Prerequisite: Ceramics I

Class Fee: $15.00






Career Paths: AC,NR

This course is a continuation of Ceramics I. Students will develop further hand building techniques in more challenging pottery.  Students may also experiment with wheel throwing.  In addition, students will study sculptural mediums and develop artistic skills with various three-dimensional design problems. 
Drawing and Design:  Grades 10-11-12; .5 credits
Prerequisite:  Art II






Career Paths: AC,IET


This art course is for students who have mastered fundamental skills in art and who would like to further develop their abilities.  Pencils, oil pastels, ink and paint will be used in the class.  The creative use of balance, unity, proportion and contrast will be emphasized. Class fees may apply.
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Painting:  Grades 10-11-12; .5 credits

Prerequisites:  Drawing and Design

Class fee $15.00






Career Paths: AC, IET

This is a course is for the serious art student and painter.  Work will be done in acrylic, oil, and watercolor paint mediums, as well as in oil pastels.   
Drawing and design II:  Grades 11-12; .5 credits

Prerequisite:  Painting






Career Paths: AC,IET

This is a course for the serious art student and painter.  Students will work more independently to create portfolio pieces which utilize a variety of art mediums. Students will learn the development and design process of painting murals. Students will also explore career opportunities in Visual Art.
Performing Arts

Theatre I:  Gr 9-10-11-12; .5 credit per year

Career Path: AC


This introductory course is designed for the student interested exploring the theatre arts. Units will include general studies in play structure, playwriting, pantomime, theatre genres and theatre history. Students will participate in group projects, reading and writing assignments, basic performances and film viewing.

Theatre II:  Gr 9-10-11-12; .5 credit per year

Career Path: AC


This intermediate course is designed for the student interested in studying and practicing the theatre arts. Units will include improvisation, monologue and scene performances, script analysis, and scene design and theatre history. Students are required to attend the Bayless Theatre Company Main Stage show. 

Theatre III Advanced College Credit:  Gr 10-11-12; 1 credit

Pre-Requisite: C or higher in THEATRE II



Career Path: AC

This year-long course is designed for the advanced theatre student interested in pursuing the performing arts in the future. Students will participate in intense performances, research, reading and writing assignments and tests. Units will include modern acting methods, theatre history, directing, and theatre history. Participation in both Bayless Theatre Company Main Stage shows will be required. THEATRE III will also be available for UMSL credit. (See also Dual Credit pg. 28.) 
Theatre Production: GR 9-10-11-12; 1 credit per year 

Pre-Requisite: Department Approval




Career Paths: AC,IET

This year-long course is designed for the student interested in the production and design aspects of the theatre. This hands-on class will include units on scene design, lighting and sound design, costume design and set construction for the Main Stage Shows. Students will participate in research, reading, writing assignments, design projects, construction, and extra-curricular work. Students may take this course multiple times throughout their high school years.

FILM STUDY:  GR 10-11-12, .5 CREDIT PER YEAR
Career Path: AC


This course is designed for the student interested in film.  Units will include Film History, Analysis, Critiques and Production. Students will participate in viewings, discussions and writing assignments. 
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Musical Art
music Appreciation:  Gr 9-12; .5 credit (May not be repeated)
Career Path: AC 

This course is a continuation of the music appreciation class offered at the junior high, but the junior high course is not a prerequisite. This course will be of interest to both the listener and to the performer, offering an in-depth look into the mechanics of jazz music in a jazz setting.  Students will spend much time listening to recorded examples of all styles and kinds of jazz music.  Textbooks, records, films, and supplementary materials are used in the class.
Concert Choir:  Gr 9-12; 1 credit per year (May be repeated)
Prerequisite:  Audition






Career Path: AC
Male and female students wishing to be a part of this ensemble must audition with the choral director.  Auditions will include sight-reading, tonal memory and a performance of a simple familiar melody.  The curriculum of the class will include learning and discovering music of different genres and musical periods through concentration on melody, harmony, rhythm and other stylistic musical features.  Attendance at class, concerts and special rehearsals is required.  Written work is part of the course.  Improvement in musical ability will also be measured. 
PERFORMANCE CHOIR:  Gr 8-12; 1 credit per year (May be repeated)
Prerequisite:  Teacher Approval




Career Path: AC
This course is designed for the student interested in performing music and theatre in conjunction with one another. Students will study and perform music from chamber music, musical theatre and show choirs. This class will be focused heavily on participation; and outside performances will be required as part of the grade. After school and weekend practices may be needed and will be required for a grade.

Beginning BRASS/percussion band:  Gr 7-9; 1 credit per year

Career Path: AC
Students enrolled in the beginning brass class have the opportunity of beginning on an instrument within the brass family of instruments.  These instruments include the trumpet, the trombone, the horn, and the tuba.
* A small number of percussionists will be started along with this class.

Beginning CLARINETS: Gr 7-9: 1 credit per year

Career Path: AC
Students enrolled in the beginning clarinets class have the opportunity to start on the clarinet.  The clarinet is the instrument that makes up the body of the band sound.  Later in a students band career they may be switched to bass clarinet, saxophone, bassoon, or oboe to balance the instrumentation of the band.
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BeGINNING WINDS:  Gr 7-9; 1 credit per year 

Career Path: AC
Students enrolled in the beginning winds class have the opportunity to start on either the flute or alto saxophone.  Saxophone students may be switched to tenor saxophone or baritone saxophone later in their band career to help balance the instrumentation of the band.   

concert band:  Gr 8-9; 1 credit per year 

Career Path: AC
Students enrolled in concert band are second year band students.  The concert band may on occasion share performances with the Varsity Band for pep band, marching band, or concert band.  The concert band will explore musical selections from multiple genres written for marching band, pep band, and concert band instrumentation.

HIGH SCHOOL Varsity Band:  Gr 9-12; 1 credit per year 

Career Path: AC
Students enrolled in varsity band through out the year will explore and perform musical selections from multiple genres written for marching band, pep band, concert band, and jazz ensemble instrumentation.  The Varsity Band during the fall makes up the Bayless High School Marching Band, Pep Band, and Symphonic Band:  During the spring the Varsity Band makes up the Bayless High School Jazz Ensemble and Symphonic Band.

Practical Arts

Graduation credits required: .5 in Personal Finance and 

1 in business, family and consumer science, or a combination of those electives.
PERSONAL FINANCE: Gr 10-11-12; .5 credit

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR 

This course involves the study of personal financial planning and is intended to provide the student with the foundation and knowledge to better manage and control their financial futures. This course will address the safeguarding of assets, budgeting, and cash management. Students will also develop personal financial statements and plans, address insurance needs, explore the basics of taxation, and the investment markets. 
Business

Computer Applications I: Gr 9-10-11-12; .5 credit
Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
Students in this course will use the computer and popular software programs to become proficient in basic document formatting skills and creating computer based presentations. Microsoft Word, Microsoft PowerPoint, Open Office and Google Apps will be utilized extensively. Students will also be introduced to the basic components of a computer and basic troubleshooting skills. In today’s world of technology, computer application skills are a necessity whether a student is headed to college or into the workforce; therefore, Computer Applications I is highly recommended for all high school students.
Computer Applications II: Gr 9-10-11-12; .5 credit
Prerequisite: Computer Applications I

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS Students will continue to improve basic computer skills as well as refine skills in Microsoft Excel. Students will also be introduced to Microsoft Access and to computer graphics and desktop publishing applications such as Adobe Fireworks, Photoshop and web design software Adobe Dreamweaver. Computer related hardware such as scanners, and digital cameras will also be studied. 
Computer Applications III: Gr 10-11-12; .5 credit
Prerequisites: Computer Applications II and Department Approval

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS 
This course focuses on structured programming with Adobe Falsh and using multimedia to enhance the web experience. This course will provide an overview of current Internet programming techniques. Structured, organized, error free code will be emphasized. A variety of Internet programming tools will be introduced. Teamwork and business interactions are emphasized. Students will create exciting graphics oriented programs.  Students will also study multimedia and video production for delivery on television and the internet.
INTRODUCTION TO Desktop publishing: Gr 9-12; .5 credit

Career Path: AC 

Students will be introduced to the exciting world of desktop publishing. The basic fundamentals covered will be principles of design, typography, graphics, and electronic page assembly. Students will learn to use Adobe CS5 Illustrator, Photoshop and InDesign to apply creative problem solving skills to a variety of projects involving the integration and manipulation of text and graphics, and design contemporary layout styles as used in the publishing field.

academic planning guide

Desktop publishing I—Newspaper: Gr 10-11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Communication Arts I and Department Approval

Career Path: AC 

Students will develop their interviewing, writing, designing and photography skills to produce a high school newsmagazine to be distributed to students, faculty members and the community.  Students will learn to use Adobe InDesign 4 and Adobe Photoshop, as well as Microsoft Word, in the creation and development of the newsmagazine.  Students will learn the business aspect of publication through the sale of advertisements and the implementation of a circulation campaign.  Working as a team, students will be required to meet weekly and monthly deadlines.  Newsmagazine staff members will be required to work after school to complete assignments.  

DESKTOP PUBLISHING II—Yearbook: Gr 11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Communication Arts II and/or Desktop Publishing I and Department Approval
Career Path: AC 

Students will develop their interviewing, writing, designing and photography skills to produce a high school yearbook to be sold and distributed to students, faculty members and the community.  Students will learn to use Online Design yearbook software, Adobe InDesign 4 and Adobe Photoshop, as well as Microsoft Word, in the creation and development of the yearbook.  Students will learn the business aspect of publication through the sale of advertisements and yearbook sales which are required of all staff members.  Working as a team, students will be required to meet weekly and monthly deadlines.  Yearbook staff members will be required to work after school to complete assignments.  

Broadcast Journalism (BTV):  Gr 11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisites: Communication Arts II and Department Approval
Career Paths: AC,BMT 
This course is designed for students who want to learn about video production. Students will build upon the basic skills learned in the prerequisite course(s) to learn about multiple aspects of video production. Topics, covered in the course will include: video and still digital cameras, storyboarding, directing and producing videos, shooting quality video, editing of video, creation of DVD’s importing and exporting of digital video and still files, and creating editing and using audio with video. During the course, students will be planning, producing, directing, editing and exporting multiple video projects for the school and for themselves. Students will use Adobe Master Collection to create their projects. As part of this course students will be creating the video yearbook for the high school. 

Marketing I:  Gr 10-12; .5 credit



Lab Fee:  $20.00 (DECA)
Prerequisite:  Department Approval




Career Paths: BMT,IET 
This semester long course will begin with an introduction to marketing topics such as: promotion, international marketing, careers in marketing, communication skills, computer skills, interpersonal skills, selling, advertising and DECA. Class time will be devoted to a mixture of creative projects, professional presentations, current events, guest speakers, general class discussion and DECA. Students in Marketing I must join DECA, enabling them to participate in leadership activities, social activities, community service, and travel to competitions at the district, state and national levels.
Marketing II:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit



Lab Fee:  $20.00 (DECA)
Prerequisite:  Marketing I and Department Approval

Career Paths: BMT,IET 
This year long course will be an integration of major business topics such as promotion, advertising, distribution, purchasing, pricing, market research, product planning, entrepreneurship, risk management, computer skills (inDesign and Photoshop) and business planning. Along with running the school store, The Broncho Barn, class time will be devoted to a mixture of creative projects, professional presentations, current events and general class discussion. Students in Marketing II must join DECA, enabling them to participate in leadership activities, social activities and travel to competitions at the district, state and national levels.
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Advertising:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit



Lab Fee: $20.00 (DECA)
Prerequisite:  Marketing I and Department Approval 

Career Paths: BMT,IET 
This year long course will focus on the world of advertising: advertising careers, thinking creatively and strategically, the basics of advertising, integrated marketing plans, inDesign, Photoshop, ad creation (radio, television, print, Internet and experiential marketing) and the creation of an advertising campaigns. Class time will be devoted to learning the major concepts specific to the field of advertising, professional presentations, current events, general class discussion and the creation of an ad campaign which students will compete with in DECA competition. Students in Advertising must join DECA, enabling them to participate in leadership activities, social activities and travel to competitions at the district, state, and national levels.
Family and Consumer Science                                  

Family relations & Leadership: gr 10-11-12; .5 credit

Career Paths: HES,HUS This course is designed to guide both young men and women to a better understanding of self, friends, and family.   Emphasis is on how relationships influence self-concept, decision making, stress management, communication techniques, dating, love and marriage. The students will participate in a service-learning project as part of leadership training. Students should be mature enough to handle sensitive topics.  
clothing/sewing: gr 9-10-11-12; .5 credit
Career Paths: AC,HUS This instructional course prepares individuals to understand the social, psychological and physiological aspects of clothing.  Simple construction of three garments is required.  Students must purchase their own materials and patterns.
Housing and Home Furnishing:  Gr 9-10-11-12, .5 credit
Career Paths: AC,HUS 
This course prepares the student to choose, secure and create a suitable living environment. A professional house floor plan and display project are required by every student in the class.

FoodS & NUTRITION I:  Gr 9-10-11-12, .5 credit
lab fee: $10.00
Career Paths: BMT,HUS 

In this introductory course students will cover basic food production skills and techniques for home and commercial cooking.  Nutrition is also covered.  Course work includes book work, food demonstrations, tests, and food preparation in the kitchen laboratory.
FoodS & NUTRITION iI & iIi/PROSTART I & II: GR 11-12; 2 credits
Prerequisites-Foods & Nutrition I and TEACHER APPROVAL


Career Paths: BMT,HES,HUS,NR 
This two period (6th & 7th periods) Culinary Arts class is designed to meet current and future needs for the training in the food service industry.  The curriculum includes food preparation techniques, safety and sanitation (students will take the national ServSafe food and sanitation test to be certified to work in food service), purchasing and cost control, sales and service, and culinary management.  This class is beneficial for students who are interested in a career related to the food service industry or to students who will work to put themselves through post secondary education working in food service. The students gain an understanding of running a food service business by managing the high school concession stand. Field trips to local restaurants and businesses will provide a chance to observe food service businesses and professionals. Students must commit to working at the concession stand before and after school. Students must commit to working catering events after school hours. Please see Mrs. Brown in room 106 to apply for this program.
Academic planning guide                                                               
Foreign Language

Two units of credit in one foreign language are recommended for all college bound students.

Students who wish to enroll in a foreign language must have a substantial academic background with at least average grades in communication skills.  The study of foreign languages will be valuable to those who plan to travel or seek employment in careers requiring higher education and cultural awareness.  Students enrolled in Spanish or German will gain experience in reading, writing, and speaking the language.

Spanish I:  Gr 9-10-11-12; 1 credit
Prerequisite:  Must have completed or be enrolled in Communication Arts I

Career Paths: AC,BMT,HES,HUS
In this course the students will learn to speak, read and write in Spanish.  They will learn to use the language in everyday life situations.  This course will introduce students to the social and cultural world of Spanish-speaking people, their food, customs, traditions and contributions to modern civilization.

Spanish II:  Gr 10-11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  grade of C- or better in Spanish I 

Career Paths: AC,BMT,HES,HUS
This course follows the same format as Spanish I; however a higher degree of proficiency in reading and writing is expected.  Oral expression is greatly emphasized through conversation.  The students will continue to learn about the contributions of the Spanish-speaking world.

Spanish III-Honors:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit
Prerequisite:  grade of C- or better in Spanish II

Career Paths: AC,BMT,HES,HUS
Students will continue their progressive mastery of vocabulary, advanced grammar and verb structures by reading and writing.  The main aim of these courses is to give students an active, flexible command of Spanish through personal involvement and understanding.  Students will study and research the history, literature and culture of the Spanish people.

German I:  Gr 9-10-11-12; 1 credit 
Prerequisite:  Must have completed or be enrolled in Communication Arts I
Career Paths: AC,BMT,HES,HUS
A balanced approach is used to introduce the four basic skills of language acquisition:  reading, writing, speaking and listening.  The course is also geared to supply the students with cultural information about the German-speaking countries.  Initially, the emphasis is on listening and speaking.

German II:  Gr 10-11-12; 1 credit

Prerequisite:  grade of C- or better in German I 

Career Paths: AC,BMT,HES,HUS
Students continue their acquisition of the German language through reading, writing, speaking and listening.  Increasing attention is paid to reading and writing skills.

German III-1818:  Gr 11-12; 1 credit
Prerequisite:  grade of C- or better in German II

Career Paths: AC,BMT,HES,HUS
Besides continuing language acquisition skills with an emphasis on reading and writing, this course supplies students with cultural information about the German-speaking countries.  (See also Dual Credit pg.28)
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Physical Education & Health
Graduation credits required in PE: 
1 credit of PE and .5 credit of Health.

Students may take no more than 1 credit of PE per year and no more than one PE class per day.

Students who are temporarily unable to participate in physical education must present a written statement of disability from a physician.
Physical Education I:  Gr 9; .5 credit 

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course includes instruction in, understanding of and participation in team sports and a series of activities to promote principles of movement and physical fitness.
Health:  Gr 9-10; .5 credit 

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course will contain factual information and basic knowledge needed by today’s youth in making health decisions.  The physical, mental and emotional aspects of healthful living will be presented through lectures, discussions, class participation and films.  Subjects included will be personal hygiene, nutrition, physical fitness, first aid and other contemporary health related topics.  
Physical Education II:  Gr 9-10-11-12; .5 credit or 1 credit

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Physical Education I

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course includes instruction in, understanding of and participation in team sports and a series of activities to promote principles of movement and physical fitness.

Lifetime Fitness:  Gr 9-10-11-12; .5 credit

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course encourages students to adopt an active lifestyle and continue fitness activities throughout the life span.  Lifetime fitness introduces students to a variety of fitness activities such as: walking/jogging, circuit training/interval training, yoga, dance, resistance training, and cardio kick-boxing.  

Weight Training:  Gr 10-11-12; .5 credit

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This course is designed to build body strength, power, and endurance while adding to the student’s overall flexibility.  It offers those students interested in athletics and bodybuilding an opportunity to improve their overall development.  It will involve the use of the weight machine with some classroom instruction, including the opportunity for movement to rhythm.

MAss Communication: Gr 11-12; 

1 credit of either Communication Arts or Practical Arts

Prerequisite:  Communication Arts II 

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
This year long course will focus on the world of mass communication: films, television, Internet, radio, magazines, books, newspapers, smartphones, public relations, advertising and marketing.  We will begin the course with the book Made to Stick, which will help students identify effective communication.  Class time will be devoted to discussion, projects, films and supplemental materials (magazines, websites, radio, newspapers, television, etc.).  We will also examine different career opportunities in the field of mass communication.  By the end of this course students will be able to think critically about mass communication as well as produce effective mass communication of their own. Students can choose to sign up for this course as a Communication Arts elective or a Practical Arts elective.
A+ Tutoring CLASS:  Gr 11-12; .5 credit

Prerequisite:  A+ application is on file, student is in good standing for A+, has approval from the A+ Coordinator and has completed the mandatory A+ tutor training

Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
The A+ Tutoring Program is a class designed to help students enrolled in the A+ Schools Program meet the tutoring component.  The class will teach students tutoring techniques that will prepare them to tutor fellow Bayless students.  The student will be paired up with a Bayless teacher that has students that require tutoring.  Students will only receive tutoring hours based on the time they have tutored.  The rest of the time students spend in the classroom they will be a mentor to other students or assist the classroom teacher.  Grades will be 50% teacher evaluation and 50% reflection and journal writing.  This class may only be taken one semester. Interested students must see the A+ Coordinator for the form to be filled out before registering for this class.
ACT Preparation Program:  GR 10-12; .5 credit
Prerequisite:  Teacher approval


Career Paths: AC,BMT,IET,HES,HUS,NR
ACT Prep is designed for sophomores, juniors, and seniors ready to begin preparation for the ACT exam. College-bound students should take this elective in order to further reading, writing, math, and science skills, with an emphasis on grammar and sentence structure. Students will take several practice exams in order to master skills needed for the test. This course should not be taken as a “filler” class, as students will find that this course has no value to them unless they want to improve their ACT score. 
Office aide/teacher aide/nurse aide:  Gr. 12; 0 credit
Prerequisites:  completed 20 credits, no suspensions, minimum 2.0 GPA & 90% attendance rate for grades 9-11, Teacher/Nurse request & Office/Counselor approval

Career Paths: BMT,HES,HUS
This provides students with the opportunity to work in the High School office throughout the semester, for one-class period.  Students interested in assisting in the High School Office would be working with the administrative secretaries and counselors doing basic office jobs. These jobs include sorting and delivering mail throughout the school district.  Additional jobs are answering the phone, taking telephone messages, filing, making copies, and working on special projects. Students will also have the opportunity to learn to use different types of office machines including the fax, copier and folding machines.  Teachers and the nurse may also request that students serve as their aides for one semester. This is a NO CREDIT class but a student does get the experience of an Administrative Assistant.

A student interested in pursuing a course of study at South County Technical High School can acquire a handbook with specific details on admission requirements and program offerings from the Bayless High School Counseling Center.  
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Bayless School District is in partnership with local Technical High Schools for student achievement. North and South Technical High Schools offer hands-on training in a variety of programs. Students will have the opportunity to investigate career interests prior to college and/or begin a career right after high school graduation. Since North and South Tech are public high schools, there are no tuition fees or transportation costs.

• Juniors attend a two-year specific training program in one specific field of their choice.

• Seniors attend a one-year program in one specific field of their choice, if available.

Half-Day Program

• Students take four academic classes at BHS.

• Students take technical training at South Tech High School as their three other courses.

• Tech grades transfer to BHS as practical arts or core credits depending on the program. 
• Students will receive a Bayless High School Diploma.

How and When to Apply?

Floor Layers Middle Apprenticeship:

A South County Technical 

High School Program

Located at Bayless High School

Floor Layers:  GR 11-12; 3 credits

Prerequisites:  1 credit of math; Tech School application and interview
Career Path: IET

This is a South County Technical High School program housed at Bayless High School.  Students from other schools may also attend.  Application is through South County Tech.  
If a student takes the full two years of training at Bayless and participates in the 4-year on the job-training post-secondary internship, he/she will have completed the full apprenticeship program for the floor layers and will be ready for full-time employment.

Floor layers contribute greatly to the character of a room in any building or home.  From carpeting and hardwood to ceramic and resilient flooring, the work of floor layers expresses warmth, elegance and functionality.  In addition to laying all types of flooring, floor layers perform floor maintenance of stripping, sanding, and finishing wood floors.  Floor layers should be competent in math and work well with coworkers and customers.

INDIVIDUALIZED STUDY OPTIONS

St. Louis County Special School District 

In collaboration with the Bayless School District, Special School District (SSD) provides a wide variety of individualized educational and support services to students who qualify.  These services are designed to provide the opportunity for the student to achieve to their potential.  Although Special School District oversees the legalities of Individual Education Plans (IEPs), compliance and service delivery, these students can receive instruction and interventions from both Special School District and Bayless teachers.
Credit Recovery Programs

Bayless High School recognizes that students may wish to pursue alternative educational opportunities for a variety of reasons.  These alternatives may include but are not limited to:  correspondence courses, on-line courses, and/or summer school.  Only courses offered by an accredited institution will be considered.  Students wishing to pursue an alternative course of study should discuss the option with their counselor as some programs have limited availability. Students must have administrative approval to attend any of these programs. 

Summer School

Students who have failed a course should attend summer school to make up the credit.  A student who attends summer classes at a school other than Bayless should obtain the approval of the Bayless High School principal or counselor to determine whether or not graduation credit can be earned. Students who have not failed a course, but choose to earn a credit in a core content area so that they can take more electives during the school year may also sign up for summer school with administrative, counselor, and parent/guardian approval. Students who have failed courses will be given the available spots in summer school prior to students who are attempting to work ahead on credits.
PLATO Lab

The PLATO Lab is located in room 118 of the high school. Students are supervised, but they study independently by using a computerized academic program, PLATO Learning Network. Students work through the PLATO curriculum lessons necessary to make up credit in a subject or to explore credits in college and career exploration. This program demands excellent attendance, strong personal motivation and the ability to work independently.  Computer stations are limited; students may only enter with administrator, counselor, and PLATO Lab teacher approval.
ACE Learning Center
The ACE Learning Center, located in the Intermediate Annex building room 122, runs a credit recovery program after school for one hour every day, which is free to Bayless students.  Students are supervised, but they study independently by using a computerized academic program. Students work through the lessons necessary to make up credit in a subject, which they have failed.  There are nine computers available; spots are assigned based on applications and administrative recommendation.

Correspondence Courses
The variety of options for completing a course through correspondence are increasing.   Students taking correspondence courses complete course work on an independent basis, without direct teacher instruction.  Course work is typically submitted on line or via mail.  Tests and final examinations are taken at an approved, supervised site.  Accredited programs such as the University of Missouri-Extension program are available to students desiring to pursue this option.  Cost for correspondence courses is the responsibility and must be paid for by the student and/or the student’s parents. Administrative approval is required. Consult with your counselor for additional information on correspondence courses. 
Alternative Programs

ACE Learning Center

This individualized learning program is computer based, conducted in a small group and intended for students who are not thriving in the regular high school setting.  Students progress through lessons at their own pace, soliciting the assistance of the teacher when necessary.  They must master a course at a “C” level or better in order to move on to the next course, assuring understanding and success.  Students may earn up to 4 credits per semester.  Students attend school 3 hours per day and work at a job or volunteer experience for at least 15 hours per week.  This program demands excellent attendance, strong personal motivation and the ability to work alone.  Students in this program are considered Bayless High School students; and, therefore, may participate in activities in the same way as other students. There are nine computers available; spots are assigned based on administrative recommendation.

Missouri Options Program

Students must be 17 years of age and pass a qualifying test to enter this program.  Missouri Options is intended for students who might otherwise drop out of school.  Admitted students take classes to prepare for the GED test, while continuing to be part of the BHS community.  They attend classes 3 hours per day and must work or do community service for 20 hours per week.  Application to take the GED is done through an office in Jefferson City and takes 3 to 4 weeks.  After a student passes the GED test, while in this program, he/she receives a Bayless High School diploma. Students must gain administrative approval for this program.

SCOPE Program

SCOPE is an alternative program, not a replacement for the Bayless High School curriculum.  Bayless School District limits enrollment in this program to students who are on long-term suspension and are assigned to the program by the Bayless Superintendent.
